We are happy to welcome our first three children, and their parents, to our newest centre
in Varanasi. The centre was inaugurated earlier this year in February by our founders,
Mrs. Shyama and Mr. Nihal Kaviratne, along with Dr. R.A Badwe (Director TMC) and Dr. S.
Banavali (Director Academics TMC). It can accommodate 16 families who come for
treatment at the Railway Hospital.

Hospital, Mumbai. He was discharged in October 2019 but had a relapse. Pawan is now

He came to our Varanasi Centre in

August after he was diagnosed with blood cancer. He is currently undergoing treatment at

the Homi Bhabha Cancer Hospital, Varanasi.

Centre in July 2018. She was treated for blood cancer at the Tata Memorial Hospital,
Mumbai. Currently, she is continuing her maintenance cycles at Varanasi.
